Budget Highlights (2022-2023)
Revenue

o Ad Valorem and other revenue collections-projected to remain flat
o MAEP reduction due to enrollment decline and/or not being fullyfunded
o State sources increased due to legislature passing the teacher pay raise

Expenditures
o Teacher pay increased; estimated cost for JPS is $9,000,000
o Health insurance increased (half year); estimated $400,000.00
o Utilities and fuel charges increased; est. $1,500,000.00 (approximately five percent increase)
o Increase in charter school payments; estimated total of $9,800,000.00 (approximately $1.7M over the current

year)

Savings
o Reductions in positions and reallocation of positions to other federal funding sources for FY23 and FY24; 

estimated $4,000,000.00
o Reduced technology and textbook purchases in district maintenance to fully utilize CARES allocation for FY23 

and the textbook expense will be appropriated back in FY24 proposed budget.
